Kirrah reflects on how she wouldnõthave met the people
whoõvebecome so pivotal to helping her get to where she is
without having done her degree.

and the connections I made, and the doors that opened. It
introduced me to the girls in [my band] Kaleid, and the
people who flew in for workshops who Iõveworked with
years later.ó

That being said, Kirrah got much more than just connections
from studying a Bachelor of Music (majoring in
performance).

òThereare definitely things Iõvelearned theory-wise that are
so useful now as a composer and as a performer . When Iõm
going in and learning shows and reading music, I know
exactly what Iõmdoing becauseof my degree.ó

She adds: òIõmlucky that I studied the foundation of the
genres Iõmperforming in now, and interested in. Jazz is
really inspired by RõnõB,contemporary, and soul, and thatõs
what Iõmperforming and writing in.ó

Kirrah has done a lot to make her own opportunities over
the years ðfrom writing and performing with her bands
Kaleid, ERAH and Tuchasoul, to maintaining an active
presence on social media and YouTube, and much more
besides.
